2. Coverage of statistics
The statistics shown in this Monthly Return is compiled on the basis of information contained
in the declarations to the customs for clearance etc.,but do not include the following goods:
(1) Goods of small amount of value of less than 100,000 “yen” (2) Samples and Gifts (3) per-
sonal effects of travellers (4)Goods belonging to U.S.and U.N. Forces (5) MDA goods(Goods
by the Japanese goverment under the Mutual Defence Assistance agreement between Japan
and the UU.S.) (6) Exhibits to the Fair (7) Containers of repeated use (8) Goods smuggled.
(9} Goods taken up in the Special Articles Statistics((a)Transit trade (b)Goid, Coin, Gold, etc.
{c}Ship’s and aircraft’s stores, Loaded.)
3. Sources of data
Sources of data are export declarations, reshipment declarations, import declarations, appli-
cations for approval of entrance of foreign goods into bended warehcuse or bonded manufacuring
warehouse, application for approval of delivery of good befor an import permit, ete.

4. Regional coverage of “Japan” as reffered to in this Return
Through this Return the term “Japan™ means Honshu, Shikoku.Kyushu and Hokkaido as well
as the islands belonging to those areas.
5. Statistical timing
{1} Esxports: Entry is made to a month to which belongs a date when any ship or aircraft
loading the goods concerned leaves a Japanese port. In the case of those goods
transported under bond after an export permit is given, however, an entry is
made to a month to which belongs a date when the export permit is given.
(2) Tmports: {2) Entry is made to a month to which a date of import permit belongs.
(b) As regards those goods imported through a bonded warehouse of bonded
manufacturing warehouse, however, an eniry is made to a month to which
a date of emtrance approval belongs.
(¢} As regards those goods delivered for domestic commerce prior to an issu-
ance of import permit, entry is made to a month to which a date of an
approval of delivery belongs.
6. Classification of goods
Goods are classified accoding to“Statistical Classification of Commodities for Foreign Trade’
(Ministry of Finance Notification Nc. 344 of 1961) This classification is based upon the United
Nation’s” Standard International Trade Classification Revised.”
7. Classification of goods by Country
In principle exports are classified by country (place) of destination, whereas imports by
country {place) of origin.
8. Guantity
The quantity is indicated in terms of the unit specified against each item in the “Statis-
tical Classification of Commodities for Foreign Trade.” The unit means a net weight when
reference is made to a weight.
9. Valne
The value exports is based upon the FOB value, whereas the value of imports upon the CIF
vajue. The unit value is 1,000 “yen” a value less than half the value is disregarded and a
value not less than half the unit value is treated as a whole unit.
10. Marks employed and abbreviations of Countries
The followjng marks are employed in the colon of the quantity and value, to indicate the
following: “—" indicates “nil” “0” indicates “less than half the prescribed unmit”
