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During the isolation period (1641-1858), the port of Nagasaki was the only port where open
to foreign countries in Japan, so all goods and cultures that came from abroad were through De-
jima Island in Nagasaki.

At first, the Tokugawa Shogunate managed all trading through Nagasaki-Kaisho and
Minato-Kaisho was controlled by Nagasaki-Bugyo. When the Ansei treaties of commerce were

enacted in 1858, Nagasaki, Kanagawa and Hakodate ports were opened to foreign countries. It
was then Unjo-Sho was established in Nagasaki, managing the collection of taxes and inspec-

tion of cargos connected with foreign trade.

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Customs is a regional agency under the Ministry of Finance.

Nagasaki Customs covers the following wide area as its juris-
diction: the prefectures of Nagasaki (excluding the islands of
Tsushima and lki), Fukuoka (Kurume city, Omuta city), Saga
(Saga city), Kumamoto, and Kagoshima.

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Border Control on The Gold Bullions Contraband
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Gold smuggling has been expanded since the 2014 hike in consumption tax to 8% to avoid paying it.
Furthermore, robbery and other crimes related to gold trade have occurred and becoming an enormous social issue recently. We
have endeavored to take strict regulatory measures against it, introducing new technologies such as “Metal Detector Gates”.
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“Hozei” means that the collection of Customs duties and other taxes
such as consumption tax is temporarily reserved.

In principle, foreign goods cannot be stored at place other than
“Hozei Areas”, and export and import procedures can only be made af-
ter the goods for export and import are brought into the Hozei Areas.

Hozei areas are classified into five categories: Designated Hozei
Area, Hozei Warehouse, Hozei Manufacturing Warehouse, Hozei Dis-
play Area, and Integrated Hozei Area.

This system is designated to encourage international commercial
transactions, trade, cultural exchanges and so on.

[*Eﬁﬁﬂj ] Seizures of lllegal Exports
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Not only smuggling of illegal goods such as drugs, guns, counterfeits, but
illegal exportation of theft cars and hazardous waste has become big problems
these days.

An importer or exporter must submit a declaration to Customs
and receive permission. This process is called Customs clearance
procedure. Customs examines whether or not the declaration was
made correctly, and conducts an inspection of the cargo, if neces-
sary. With import cargo, Customs grants authorization for its import
after verifying that duties and consumption taxes were paid.

In addition to physical examination, scientific analysis is made,
if necessary, with the latest devices to determine whether or not the
declaration accurately describes the cargo.
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NACCS : Nippon Automated Cargo and Port Consolidated System
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Most import and export declarations are processed by ADP system
called NACCS which was jointly developed by Customs and
concerned private sectors. NACCS is widely used not only by
Customs but also by concerned private firms. NACCS is contributing
toward rapid clearance and the smooth flow of import/export cargo.

clearance procedure.

Travelers' baggage is exempted from taxation up to certain amount. In case
the baggage exceeds the duty and tax exemption allowance, simplified Customs

duty rates are applied to the baggage.

Among the global trend for a high level of distribution, as witnessed in the spreading of supply chain management, a major task in international
distribution is to simultaneously ensure security and facilitation of trade. Customs are striving to implement an AEO (Authorized Economic Operator)
Program consistent with international standards and aiming to ensure the security of international trade; facilitating the latter by building a partnership
with private enterprises.

AEO Program is a special program that Customs approves operators with proven records of compliance and would give benefits, such as
simplified Customs procedures.

As a new international framework (Framework of Standards) was adopted by the World Customs Organization (WCO) in 2005, Japan and many
other countries have implemented AEO Program or are establishing it, in accordance with this Framework of Standards.
