1 AEOHIE AEO (Authorized Economic Operator) Program
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Under the AEO program, Customs approves operators with a frame-
work which ensure compliance and cargo security, and provides
them with measures such as simplified Customs procedures.

AEO operators and Customs cooperate each other, aiming to con-
tinue preventing fraudulent and illegal activities, including terrorist
activities, in international logistics into the future.

Japan has introduced the program since 2006, and currently
more than seven hundred companies participate in the program.
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The AEO program has been introduced in more than 80 countries
and regions.

In order to keep the security of international supply chain, while
facilitating the legitimate flow of goods, mutual recognition of AEO
programs are signed between/among countries or regions.

Japan has so far agreed to mutual recognition arrangements with
Australia, Canada, China, Chinese Taipei, EU, Hong Kong China, India,
Korea, Malaysia, New Zealand, Singapore, Thai land, UK, and US.
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Arrows in the logo, composing the letters of AEQ,
symbolize an ideal state of trade facilitation. In addi-
tion, the color is inspired by the national flag of
Japan.
