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Tokyo Customs holds exhibitions to let people
know the roles and knowledges of Customs by
participating in some events.

In 2024, Tokyo Customs seized about 1,528kg of illicit
drugs, including about 1,141kg of methamphetamine which
is equivalent to about 38 million doses. To ensure a safe
and secure society, Customs actively participates in public
awareness campaigns against smuggling and drug abuse.

Customs officers visit schools to let students know
the roles of Customs and to raise awareness of the
danger of illicit drugs as part of public awareness
programs.
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Tokyo Customs participates in campaigns against
smugglings and drug abuse, to ask people for
information on smuggling in cooperation with other
organizations.
